Geneva/New Delhi; 17 October, 2024: The 149th Assembly of Inter-
Parliamentary Union (IPU), which commenced on 13 October, 2024 in Geneva,
continued its proceedings today. Indian Parliamentary Delegation (IPD), led by
Lok Sabha Speaker, Shri Om Birla, actively participated in the proceedings of the
Assembly, its Standing Committees and other events.

Shri Birla also participated in the Governing Council meeting of IPU on the
concluding day.

Shri Birla noted that the Indian Delegation focused on key global issues at the
Assembly where India has made notable progress. The Delegation's contributions
included sharing best practices, reinforcing India’s global commitments, and
engaging in collaborative policy discussions, he added. Shri Birla further observed
that IPU is a productive forum for advancing global commitments to inclusive
growth through parliamentary cooperation.

He also highlighted the imperative of using technology/Al for record keeping,
making debates and speeches in Parliament and other information available to
people and making Parliament people-friendly. Mentioning about use of
technology and Al for making parliament accessible to all, he observed that in a
multilingual society like india, it is necessary to facilitate MPs to speak in their
preferred languages. He was happy to note that the world parliamentary fraternity
had appreciated India's initiatives of green, tech-driven and paperless Parliament.

Speaking on the capacity building of parliamentarians and officials, Shri Birla
informed that Speakers and parliamentarian of more than 100 countries had
acknowledged and appreciated PRIDE as a leading global institution for



Parliamentary training. PRIDE had imparted training to elected members and
officials of parliament Secretariats on myriad issues of parliamentary interest, he
further informed.

During the Assembly, the Indian Parliamentary Delegation made
extensive outreach to numerous countries reinforcing and strengthening ties with
them and fostering Parliament to Parliament relations.

Earlier, Shri Birla had a warm interaction with President of the National People's
Assembly of Algeria, H.E. Mr. Ibrahim Boughali. Recalling the recent visit of the
President of India to Algeria, Lok Sabha Speaker mentioned that the robust trade,
cultural and people to people relations between the two countries matter a lot to
India. Referring to the experience of India and Algeria in their fight against
colonialism, he expressed happiness that both the countries had successfully
worked to promote peace, democracy and welfare of people.
