On 11 September, 2007, a statue of Rani Channamma was unveiled at the
Parliament Complex by the then President of India, Smt. Pratibha Devisingh Patil.
The statue was donated by the Rani Channamma Memorial Committee and
sculpted by Shri Vijay Gaur.
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
