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DADABHAI NAOROJI REMEMBERED IN CENTRAL HALL OF
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New Delhi, 4 September 2025: On the occasion of the birth anniversary of
Dadabhai Naoroji, floral tributes were offered at his portrait in the Central Hall of
Samvidhaan Sadan. Secretary-General, Lok Sabha, Shri Utpal Kumar Singh,
Secretary-General, Rajya Sabha, Shri P.C. Modi, along with other dignitaries paid
tribute to Dadabhai Naoroji.

Remembered as the “Grand Old Man of India”, Dadabhai Naoroji holds the
distinction of being the first British-Indian elected to the House of Commons in
1892. Renowned for his Drain of Wealth theory, he was among the earliest
nationalist leaders to strongly articulate the demand for Indian independence.

The portrait of Dadabhai Naoroji adorning the Central Hall was unveiled on 13
March 1954 by the then Speaker of Lok Sabha, Shri G.V. Mavalankar, as a lasting
tribute to his pioneering role in India’s freedom struggle.
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
